It's been another exciting year for us and
the trail. We've been able to accomplish so much thanks to your donations.

Some of our highlights for the past year include:
extensive rewilding efforts, including new native plants near the Bachman Creek Bridge
and wildflowers the full length of the trail
planted four new flower beds and installed drip irrigation system at the Pensive Respite
400 milkweed plants to help support monarch butterfly migration
